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This notice is to inform you that the
district has completed an asbestos
inspection and management plan as
required by the Asbestos Hazard

Emergency Response Act (AHERA).

The management plan has been

accepted by the State of Michigan
and is available for your review in
the office of each school building.

The management plan contains
information regarding the locations
of asbestos containing materials
(ACM) in all school buildings, the
condition of the ACM and a plan for
dealing with the ACM.

At least once each year, the district
will inform you in a similar manner
about asbestos activities including:
re-inspection, periodic surveillance,
and response actions, and post
response action activities that are
planned or in progress. Periodic
Surveillance: one every six months,
ACM must be visually inspected for
changes in condition. School
personnel will perform this. Our
most recent periodic surveillance in
December, 2008 did not reveal any
changes in the condition of any
asbestos containing materials.

The re-inspection found:
Elementary>> The boilers are in
good shape and no asbestos
containing materials are to be found.
Also found no change in the
condition of the Elementary ceiling
and floor tile.

High Schools>> All exposed floor

tiles, fire doors and boiler gaskets are

observed daily by 16 hour
Operations & Maintenance staff.
There has been found no change in
the condition of the high school.

Note:floor tile, ceiling tiles and

boiler rooms are checked daily and
repairs are made at the time they are
found. Since December 2008 (the
semiannual inspection), all necessary
repairs have been made. The next
periodic surveillance is scheduled for
June 20009.

A three-year inspection was
performed by Villa Environmental in
April 2007. It was found that no
repairs are needed and everything is
in good shape. This report is
available at the offices of John
Overley, Robert Gendron, Sue
McQueen and Jerry Rowe.

Response Actions: These are
activities designed to reduce or
eliminate the potential for asbestos
hazards. In general, the asbestos
containing materials (ACM) present
in district buildings include; bus
garage-floor tile, elementary school-
science table tops in the science
room in the upper elementary section
of the building (undamaged table
tops not currently a health threat
according the Federal law), high
school- thermal systems insulation in
non-instructional areas (boiler
room)- floor tiles.

There is no asbestos containing
materials in the instructional areas
that pose a health threat.

All ACM will be repaired if damaged
and maintained by district
maintenance personnel in accordance
with the district operations and
maintenance program. If you have
any further questions/concerns
regarding this process, please contact
the district-designated person.

The Lawrence Public Schools has
adopted an Integrated Pest Managemsg
Program. Inherent with this are the
District’s efforts to reduce pesticide usg
as much as possible. It may occasional
be used as a last resort. This program
does not rely on routine pesticide
applications to resolve problems. We u
various techniques such as habitat
alteration, sanitation, mechanical mean
exclusion, and etc. to prevent pests fro
becoming a problem.

You will receive advanced notice of the
application of a pesticide, other than bd
or gel formulation at your child’s schoo
This advance notice of the application
will be given 48 hours before the
application. The law requires us to do
this notification by using two methods.
The first method required by law is the
posting at the entrances to your child’s
school. The second method we are goi
to use is the posting in a common area
located by the main office of the schoo
Parents are also entitled to receive this|
notice by first-class United States mail
postmarked at least three days before
application. If you would like to be
notified by mail, please contact the
Operations Department at 269-674-399
Please give your name and mailing
address and which school your child
attends.

In an emergency (for example, bees
nest), pesticides may be applied withod
prior notice, but you will be provided
notice following the application. You
may review our Integrated Pest
Management program or pesticide
application records for your child’s
school by calling 269-674-3995 or e-
mailing jerryrowe @lawrencetigers.com
This number and e-mail may be used
when school is not in regular session.
